· For the emergency unit to work correctly, please ensure that an uninterrupted permanent live feed is 
present and is connected directly to the ‘Permanent Live’ terminal of the mains terminal block. Please 
ensure there are no switches, PIRs etc within the permanent live feed, constant switching of the 
emergency pack could result in premature battery failure.  

· Following power up the green LED indicator should illuminate to indicate charging. If power to the unit is 
disrupted or isolated, the unit indicating green LED will switch off, triggering the emergency LEDs to 
illuminate. 

· When self-test mode is selected, 24hrs from connection to mains power, a 3hrs duration test will be 
performed automatically.

To reset a failure error hold the test switch for more than 3 seconds in an emergency mode. 

OFF 

1. Disconnect mains supply. 
2. Separate lighting module with background. 
3. Place housing to the wall and mark mounting positions and fix using adequate 

wall plugs and screws. 
4. Connect incoming supply using a suitable terminal and junction box as required 

(Recommended WAGO 222). 
5. Select desired test mode (Self Test / Manual Test) reconnect the battery 

connector to battery terminals. 
6. Align all 6 fixing tabs on the upper housing with base housing and press 

together.
